· Centennial Olympic Park: Twenty-one acre swath of green was the central venue for the 1996 Summer Olympics.
· Fox Theatre: One of a dwindling number of vintage palaces in the nation, built in 1929. 
· Atlanta History Center: One of Southeast’s largest history museums that focuses on life in Atlanta during and after the Civil War. 
· Stone Mountain Park: Home to the world’s largest piece of exposed granite. 
· High Museum of Art: With its renowned collection of classic and contemporary art the museum has grown from its origins in a stately home on Peachtree Street to become the leading art museum in the southeastern United States. 
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
